Families in Telford anti-bullying policy

Our anti-bullying policy sets out how we feel about bullying as a project, what we will do to tackle it and how we will support individuals who experience or display bullying behaviour. 

All forms of bullying will be acted upon 

Bullying behaviour can include but is not limited to:
· Physical: pushing, kicking, hitting, pinching etc. 
· Verbal: name calling, spreading rumours, persistent teasing and humiliation 
· Isolative: the continual ignoring of others
· Cyber: posting of derogatory or abusive comments, videos or images on social media
· Discriminatory: racial, homophobic, transphobic or sexist comments, taunts or gestures 
· Sexual: comments, suggestions or behaviour or unwanted physical contact 

Families in Telford will:
· Recognise its duty of care and responsibility to safeguard all players from harm 
· Promote and implement this anti-bullying policy in addition to our safeguarding policy and procedures 
· Ensure that bullying behaviour is not tolerated or condoned 
· Take action to investigate and respond to any reports of bullying 
· Encourage individuals to speak out about bullying 
· Respect the feelings and views of others 


Procedures

· Please report any concerns of bullying to an appropriate member of staff/committee member or trustee.
· A bullying report form will be completed containing all the information provided by the individual reporting it.
· Appropriate action will be discussed with the individual reporting it (and victim of separate) to reach an agreement on how the victim would like to move forward.
· No decision will be made on the victim’s behalf.
· Action shall be implemented as agreed by all appropriate parties.
· Individuals will be offered support, including information from other agencies or support lines.
